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At Young People in Focus she managed the training team, and developed and delivered courses on topics related to promoting young people’s emotional wellbeing, such as Working with Troubled Teenagers. She wrote the fostering training materials Promoting Positive Relationships for Teenagers in Foster Care and Getting Along and devised our recent nationally accredited programme for staff working in supported housing (2010). 

But these bald facts don’t tell the full story. It was how Jayne did her work that made all the difference.
She was sparkling and inspirational. She was very committed to making a difference for young people, and in helping the professionals that work with them to get the knowledge and skills they need to do their demanding jobs well. 
Since the news of Jayne’s death has begun to reach people she had trained, we have received very moving letters and emails – all praising the impact of her courses and how her insights and energy had reinvigorated their work.
Jayne had a great sense of fun and genuinely cared about colleagues, and they had a huge amount of respect and affection for her. She wanted to keep working through her illness and we are pleased that she was able to do this. She was working normally until only a few weeks before she died. The way she dealt with her illness at work was daunting and inspirational. 
Everyone at Young People in Focus will miss her terribly.

Jayne lost her battle with cancer and sadly passed away on 22nd June 2010. 





When commenting about her work at Young People in Focus, the first thing we have to say is that she was fantastic.





Jayne worked for us from 2003. She was a qualified social worker and had a background in youth justice before becoming a training specialist, first with Camden Council, then the British Association for Adoption and Fostering (BAAF) and most recently with ourselves.
